Effects on home resale values

Studies conducted over the last thirty 
years consistently show that lower levels 
of automobile trafÞc and lower 
automobile trafÞc speeds (Òcalmed 
trafÞcÓ) signiÞcantly increase the resale 
value of a home - around 8% in most 
cases.
