Night Plowing

THIS SIDE
OF STREET

When: Starts at 9:00 p.m. the night a snow
emergency is declared and continues into
the morning until the street is plowed to
the curb.

Where: The streets marked with signs
that say NIGHT PLOW ROUTES plus one
side of north/south residential streets
with signs that say NIGHT PLOW ROUTE
THIS SIDE OF STREET.

Day Plowing

Day Plow Routes
DO NOT have signs

When: Begins after the night routes are
plowed to the curb, typically around
8 a.m. the following day.

Where: East-west residential streets plus
one side of the north-south residential
streets — the side without the night
plowing signs.

Note: There are some exceptions to
these rules and those exceptions are
well marked.

Parking is banned until snow is plowed all the way to the curb on these routes.

If you are ticketed and towed
