· Multifamily building originally constructed in 1888.

· Site and Building: the site is 9,148 square feet (.21 acres); the building size is 16,928 square feet. The building is currently vacant. The site does not currently have off-street parking as it was constructed prior to formalized parking requirements being put in place.

· The Site is zoned RM2 – Medium Density Multifamily Residential District.  It is the preference of the City of Saint Paul and the Dayton’s Bluff Neighborhood that the building be retained as multi-family housing.

· In addition, because the Site is located in the Dayton’s Bluff Heritage Preservation District, the rehabilitation of the building must meet the City’s guidelines for the district and receive final design approval from the local Heritage Preservation Commission (HPC).
