At least 10 days before the hearing, the
DSI sends notification to adjacent
property owners.

During the two weeks after the
application deadline and before the BZA
hearing, the DSI person assigned to the
BZA visits the subject property and
writes a staff report recommending
approval or denial of the variance.

The City
Council makes a ruling on the appeal
and their decision is put in resolution

At least 10 days before hearing, the
DSI sends notification to adjacent
property owners.

BZA meeting held. Staff reports his or
her recommendation, in addition to the
recommendation of the District Council
(if any). Public testimony is taken. The
BZA makes a ruling on the variance and
their decision is put in resolution format.

If an appeal is filed, a letter is sent by
the BZA staff person extending the 60
day deadline an additional 60 days.
