Summary of Dayton’s Bluff Business Survey

Distributed by the Dayton’s Bluff District 4 Community Council in 2009/2010, the Dayton’s Bluff Business Survey included questions regarding both the “benefits of having your business in” the Dayton’s Bluff neighborhood and “changes you would like to see happen” for both Dayton’s Bluff and, specifically, the 7th Street business district.

Below is a compilation of some of the most prevalent and repeated themes among the 25 survey responses. 
Benefits of having a business located in Dayton’s Bluff

· 12 surveys mention the ‘Central Location’ of Dayton’s Bluff and its proximity to downtown

· 10 surveys mention the ‘Accessibility’ of Dayton’s Bluff to major roadways, highways and other transit options

· 7 surveys mention the ‘Diversity’ of Dayton’s Bluff, and specifically the Hmong and Latino communities. 

Some items for improvement

· 12 surveys mention either crime or the perception of crime as an area that needs improvement (ideas mentioned included more lighting, police and surveillance)

· 10 surveys mention either the high vacancy rate or the need to promote business development and the diversity of businesses

· 3 surveys specifically ask for more restaurants

· 14 surveys mention the need to beautify 7th Street, refurbish older buildings or improve storefronts. 
Other 
Parking

· 3 surveys mention the availability of parking as a positive attribute of Dayton’s Bluff

· 2 surveys mention increased parking in Dayton’s Bluff as an area for improvement

Traffic

While 10 surveys mention accessibility, and specifically the proximity of 7th Street and highways as a major benefit to being located in the neighborhood, many surveys also mention traffic and pedestrian amenities as an area for improvement. 
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
