Each trip around the sun brings plenty of opportunities to make a positive difference in the community we
proudly serve, and 2019 certainly had its share.

We continued our journey towards becoming the most transparent police department in the country. We
engaged our community at historic levels. And we became more diverse and reflective of our community than
ever—all while working to keep Saint Paul safe.

Like departments across the country, we also had to make difficult decisions about how to best deploy
resources. Last year, the Saint Paul Police Department focused on violent crimes, which include robbery, rape,
aggravated assault and homicide. Our efforts made a positive difference in the lives of those who live, work
and visit Minnesota’s capital city, with violent crime dropping to its lowest levels in a quarter century. Overall,
the Part I Crime Index, which includes property crimes (arson, burglary, theft and motor vehicle theft) and
crimes against persons (aggravated assault, forcible rape and homicide) rose by 7.8 percent. The increase was
driven largely by motor vehicle thefts, thefts and burglaries. Tragically, the city also saw an increase in criminal
homicides—from 15 in 2018 to 30 in 2019.

But our city isn’t defined by statistics. We’re a community that values diversity, inclusiveness, cooperation and
shared values. We’re working together—every day—to address gun violence, form strong bonds and make sure
Saint Paul is a safe place for everyone.

And we’re making progress.
