It's those visually
exciting, shade-loving plants that will
transform any shade garden from so-so
to wow.

Here are 15 perennials certain to
return year after year and give shady
gardens a five-star rating, plus some
suggestions for plants to combine them
with for truly stellar looks.

unusual is how I would describe Uvular-
ia grandiflora, a native woodland plant
reaching 18 to 24 inches that prefe
slightly moist soil. The bell-shaped,
downward-facing flowers are a gem in
shade to part-shade gardens, and they
attract many types of bees. Enjoy the
foliage after the flowers disappear in
midspring, Combine with lady’s slipper,
Pulmonaria, Lenten rose and Tiarella.
